Family Conflict & Communication (Spanish Only)

This course will explore communication breakdowns that can lead to conflict among 
families. Factors that can affect conflict include family beliefs, morals, and values; per-
sonality differences; parenting skills; sibling rivalry; and caring for elderly family mem-
bers. Techniques for resolving family conflict such as active listening skills, role expec-
tations, and resolution strategies will be discussed.
